The Ontario Building Code requires
each municipality to determine if
radon ‘constitutes a hazard to their
residents’ in order to determine if there
should be requirements for radon control
measures in new construction. The
Canadian General Standards Board
standard CAN/CGSB-149.11-2019
provides technical recommendations
for radon control measures in new low-
rise residential construction.

A radon mitigation system is installed
with a fan that draws air (and radon)
up from beneath the foundation and
discharges the radon to the outdoors.
This system reduces radon levels by
preventing radon from entering your
home.
