WHAT IS RADON?
Radon is a radioactive gas that comes from the breakdown of uranium in the ground.
You can't see it or smell it.

When radon gas seeps inside an enclosed space, such as a home or workplace, it can build up to high levels
and become a health risk.

All homes and buildings have some level of radon and any building can have high radon levels, regardless of
geographic location. Radon levels tend to be the highest on lower levels of buildings and homes as they are
closest to the ground source. The only way to determine if a building has high radon levels is to test, which is
why it's important that all buildings are tested.

WHAT ARE THE HEALTH RISKS OF RADON?

Exposure to radon at home contributes to 90% of Canadians radon-induced lung-cancer risk. COVID-19 public
health measures mean we are all spending more time at home. Now, more than ever, it is important to test
and reduce your radon exposure.

WHAT CAN YOU DO?

There are two easy and inexpensive options to stay safe:
1. Purchase a do-it-yourself long-term test kit.

2. Hire a certified radon measurement professional.

TEST BETWEEN SEPTEMBER AND APRIL when windows and doors are mostly closed.
