


FIX NOW: When above 600 Bg/m3,
take action to REDUCE radon levels
within one year.

FIX SOON: When between
200 - 600 Bg/m3,
REDUCE radon levels
within the next 2 years.
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If your radon level was below
200 Bg/m3,

consider retesting within the next 5 years.

If you have not tested your
home for radon,
visit TakeActionOnRadon.ca/test
to find a radon test kit.

Since radon levels fluctuate over time,
testing with a long-term test (of at
least 91 days) provides a better
estimate of your annual radon
exposure. Many digital detectors are
available to purchase or to borrow for
shorter test durations, but we still
recommend testing for at least 91
days. If you borrow a digital monitor
for a shorter test, consider following
up with a long-term test.

A radon mitigation system is installed
with a fan that draws air (and radon)
up from beneath the foundation and
discharges the radon to the outdoors
where is disperses the radon to low
levels. This system reduces radon
levels by preventing radon from
entering your home.

radon mitigation system

Since 2012, the Manitoba Building Code
has required the installation of a short
“radon stub pipe” through the basement
floor of new houses. This is not a
complete radon mitigation system; it is

simply the connection point if a system

is required. Every home needs to be
tested for radon for at least 91 days,

during the heating season to detrmine

if a mitigation system is required.

Radon gas levels are reduced the most
by installing a radon mitigation system .
Research shows that certified radon

professionals can reduce levels by over
90%. Other steps, such as increasing
ventilation and sealing cracks, can help
in the short-term but are less effective.
